Scottish Women'’s Aid (SWA) is the
umbrella organisation for a network of
Women'’s Aid groups with over 30 years
experience of working with, supporting
and listening to women, children and
young people experiencing domestic
abuse.

35th Anniversary Seminar

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Mark Twain’s comment that “It ain't
what you don't know that gets you into
trouble. It's what you know for sure that
just ain't so” is a useful place to start
when thinking about substance misuse
and domestic abuse. Much has been
said in Scotland, by public officials and
others, about the links between
substance misuse and violence.

Exclusion orders were introduced by the
Matrimonial Homes (Family Protection)
(Scotland) Act 1981, (MHA) and
although they were are one of the tools
available, which could prevent
homelessness for women and their

LEARNING & DEVELOPMENT 2011-2012

Recent legislative developments have
seen a potential increase in protection
for those experiencing domestic abuse.
A’legal loophole’ which meant that the
common law offence of breach of the
peace, often used to prosecute
perpetrators of domestic abuse, was no
longer appropriate in such abuse cases
after a court ruling in July 2009
questioned whether offences that took
place behind closed doors could have a
‘public element’.

The new statutory offence, created through the
recently-passed Criminal Justice and Licensing
(Scotland) Act, does not require any public
element for an offence to have been committed.
The Act also makes stalking a statutory offence.
Furthermore the provisions of the new
Domestic Abuse (Scotland) Act 2011 in relation
to harassment and breach of interdict, and the
Forced Marriage Protection (Scotland) Act 2011
will have far-reaching implications.

This seminar will provide a user-friendly
overview of the law relating to domestic abuse,
including homeless legislation and the recent
developments highlighted above. Aimed at
support workers, it will cover essential elements
of the criminal and civil law, highlighting their
impacts on those experiencing domestic abuse
and those working to support them.

Debates about whether men experience
domestic abuse with the same
frequency as women and whether it is
‘the same’ or different continue to rage
in the media. Importantly, these issues
also have an impact on service
provision and the shaping of
appropriate responses to those
experiencing violence and abuse.

This seminar will consider what research tells
us about who is doing what to whom and dig
below the headline figures to draw a nuanced
picture of the issue. The seminar will draw on
recent research and theorising about the
nature of violence that occurs in intimate
relationships, and highlight work which
suggests that there are several kinds of
intimate partner violence that require differing
service responses. It will conclude with a
reframing of domestic abuse as a pattern of
coercively controlling behaviour that
constitutes a‘liberty crime’.

The speaker Ann’s experience of being the
victim of a sadistic sexual predator highlighted
the destructive and differing manifestations
stalking can have on a person’s life. Her
experience also highlighted that stalking
wasn't even recognized as a deviant form of
behavior, never mind a serious crime. In March
2009, Ann launched Campaign Action
Scotland Against Stalking, determined to have
stalking recognised as a singular criminal
offence within Scotland’s Criminal Justice
System. In June 2010 anti stalking legislation
became enshrined within the new Criminal
Justice & Licensing (Scot) Bill, and in December
2010, the new law came into force.
